A Desirable and Practical Approach to Global

""Global Storylines'' in Scotland

Abstract: The problems that global citizenship education has to deal with are three-
fold. "Global Storylines", which provides corresponding solutions to practical difficulties,
has emerged as the most effective approach to global citizenship education in Scotland.
