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We, Heads of State and Government, ministers, and delegates; leaders of mul-
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tilateral organizations, civil society, youth and teacher representatives, founda-
tions and the private sector, met on 10 November 2021, at the Global Education
Meeting (2021 GEM). We welcome the strong commitment of all actors demon-
strated here in Paris, France, a global capital of education.
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We emphasize the urgency to tackle the educational crises and inequalities exac-
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erbated by the COVID-19 pandemic, which are threatening the hard-gained prog-

We believe that ESD must be based on and
promote respect for natures, as well as human rights, democracy, the rule of law,
non-discrimination, equity and gender equality. In addition, it should promote
intercultural understanding, cultural diversity, a culture of peace and non-vio-
lence, inclusion and the notion of responsible and active global citizenship.
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We welcome the new ‘ESD for 2030” framework and its Roadmap for implemen-
tation as our guiding documents for the next 10 years to mobilize action on ESD
in the areas of policy, transforming learning environments, capacity develop-
ment of educators, youth empowerment, and local level action.

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We, the mayors, deputy mayors, officials and representatives from 229 learning
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cities in 64 countries worldwide, education executives, education experts, rep-
resentatives of UN agencies, the private sector, and regional, international and
civil society organizations, have convened both online and in person in Yeon-
su, Republic of Korea, from 27 to 30 October 2021 for the fifth International
Conference on Learning Cities (ICLC), dedicated to building healthy and resilient
cities through learning.
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We gather during an unprecedented crisis that emerged due to the COVID-19
pandemic, which endangered the health of populations and forced governments
around the world to close learning institutions, affecting nearly 1.6 billion chil-
dren and students in more than 190 countries and countless adult learners, with
a profound impact on mental health and well-being.
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We underline that with more than half of humanity living in urban areas, cities
have a key role in promoting learning for health and strengthening resilience.
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We recognize that the COVID-19 pandemic has hit vulnerable populations hard-
est and has fuelled inequality in cities, exacerbating pre-existing issues as well
as giving rise to new forms of inequality, and this requires a collective response
through education and lifelong learning to avoid the risk of an even greater in-
crease in health inequality.
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We commend members of the UNESCO Global Network of Learning Cities on
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their commitment to lifelong learning throughout the COVID-19 pandemic, in-
cluding their efforts to promote health literacy among local populations, and
their capacity to now expand on innovative strategies and programmes imple-
mented during the crisis.
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We convey our gratitude to the Mayor of Yeonsu and his city for their leadership
