There is no one correct
answer to these questions. The questions are means to encourage
students to express what they have understood and felt about
the stories.

(:=J Group discussion can encourage students to learn to express their
viewpoints and to practise thoughtful reasoning. Students can be
asked how they would address a certain issue if they were leaders
or policymakers. Follow-up questions can be added by the teacher.

Teachers are welcome to adapt these activities as they see fit, including
for online learning.

Activity 1: Role-playing (with or without dialogue)

1. Divide students into groups.

2. Draw lots to decide which manga a group will do the role-playing,
and their order of performance.

3. The numbers of characters in a manga and group members may
vary. The story can be adapted to the particular circumstances at
hand.

Activity 2: Mime

1. Divide students into two groups.

2. Each group takes turn in sending a member to the teacher, who
will point to one character from the Characters Sheet on Page 27.

3. The student performs the mime based on the chosen character,
while others try to guess from which manga the mime originates,
as well as which particular character the student is miming.

4. The group that can answer correctly scores a point. The group with
the highest points after several rounds wins the game.

Activity 3: Drawing manga

Ask students to draw their favourite manga character(s) from the
Silent Manga Catalogue or from a manga they read. Also ask them to
share why they love this/these characters.

Older students can be asked to draw a three-panel or a four-panel
manga strips. To add another layer of challenge, the manga strips can
be silent manga. (Only onomatopoeia is allowed.)
